Our servers are normally 
connected to a local 
Ethernet network 
(intranet) which can be 
isolated from the external 
Internet through a 
firewalled router. The 
router will be configured 
to pass incoming traffic 
on certain ports to one of 
our devices, the master 
AdManager, which 
communicates with all 
slave AdManagers.

The POS AdManager server can output video using CVBS (composite), S-
Video, Component Video, DVI-I (Digital & Analog), or 15-pin VGA. Audio 
output is from a 3.5mm stereo min-plug (we'll bring an adapter for RCA 
jacks). 
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Set-top box / receiver connects
to video input of POS server

via CVBS or S-Video
